On the nautical almanac the astronomical events are shown according to the geographic
coordinates : nautical twilights, sunrise and sunset . Times are expressed in Universal Time (U.T.) -
Latitude 50° 24,5' North and longitude 0°00,1 West are the geographic coordinates (approx.) of the
lightvessel "Greenwich" at the southern entrance to The Channel ( in the middle of the separation
zone ).
